Blended learning

Blended learning is an educational approach that combines traditional
face-to-face classroom activities with e-learning ones.

This is the approach adopted essentially due to the COVID-19 pandemic.

However, it is supposed to be implemented in the post-pandemic era.

All the courses in this semester will be taught partially in-person and
partially on-line. For each course, students will be provided with an
outline that shows how the teaching and learning activities are divided
between the two methods.

To complete any course successfully, students are required to:

Introduction

Blended learning is a mode of distance learning that depends partially on
the use of The Internet. In this course, more than one learning strategy is
blended to fulfill the content-based learning process. The integrated-
based strategies attempts at elaborating the students' skills providing them
with multi-faceted questions, research projects, self-study points, and
mental planning.

The blended strategy reflects the skill of manipulating the course content
in terms of presenting synchronous and asynchronous educational
learning. Thus, the course content is supposed to be divided into two
sections; the first deals with traditional classes and the second deals with
the online classes. The two classes attempt at developing the Intended

Learning Outcomes/ILOs. Thus, it is assumed that the two classes either
in the a/synchronous modes provides the students with required skills
given the relevant content-based discussions.

Across synchronous learning, the learners should participate in the
learning process at the same time. A traditional classroom is an example a
synchronous learning experience, where students participate in the
ongoing discussions, presentations, and peer-reviews. Many modern
software programs, such as Adobe Connect, facilitate synchronous
distance learning. Moreover, asynchronous learning is much more
accessible than synchronous learning. The class participants are able to
deliver course materials whenever they want, from wherever they want
via their personal accounts.

This course provides you with integrated-based content lectures across
the traditional and online classes. To manage the classes, students should:

a) Attend classes regularly;

b) Identify the class-division groups;

c¢) Fix the allotted time for each class either traditional/online;

d) Follow the schedules updates;

e) Inform the professors’ with relevant dilemmas; and

f) Fix a personal e-account to easily follow the provided instructions.
