This will be supplemented by different reading
passages and material, which should enhance the students’ comprehension, develop their critical thinking
skills, and enrich their vocabulary, which will all be reflected in their writing. This reading and writing course

helps students to develop self-editing and per editing skills and to improve their reading and writing skills.

The course is designed to help students of the general education section, to gain insights into English
grammar and to eventually be able to internalize the rules and structures learned and to apply them in turn
to other areas of language production, namely writing and speaking. The grammar topics covered in this
course are Tense and Aspect, and Sentence Types. Moreover, the course is also designed to include word-
level grammar topics for self-study such as word building, prepositions, articles and compounds, whereby
students are given the chance of autonomous learning while still benefiting from the instructor’s regular
supervision. The course will largely depend on authentic texts for the practical application of the grammar

topics at hand.

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This course presents major development of English literature from the 16" until 18" centuries. Students
should be familiar with the details of different genres in this period which includes the Elizabethan and

Augustan ages.

In this course, the focus is on how to use monolingual dictionaries as linguistic references by students in

their translation tasks. Students will be trained to understand the characteristic features of such monolingual
dictionaries. Students will be required to gain speed in looking up different types of meaning, structures,
collocations, synonyms and idioms. Students are then trained to discretely use bilingual Arabic—English—
Arabic dictionaries, and to understand the merits and limitations of such references as helpful tools during

the process of translation. Students will also be introduced to various approaches to translation such as the

semantic (meaning—based) approach and the communicative approach, and translation shifts.

By the end of this course, students should be able to identify and define the different branches of Theoretical
Linguistics including phonetics, phonology, morphology, syntax, semantics, and pragmatics. Moreover, they
should distinguish between Theoretical Linguistics and Applied Linguistics. This course is just an introduction
to Theoretical Linguistics that helps students to come to grips with the different topics discussed under each
branch of Theoretical Linguistics. Reference to Lexicology is also made in the course of discussing the several

branches of linguistics.

Through the critical engagement of a variety of texts — written, oral, and visual - this course prepares students
to become careful readers, critical thinkers, and skilled writers. Drawing upon rhetorical theory, it emphasizes
the practices of analytical reading, informed reasoning, and effective writing. In this course, students should
reflect their ability to analyze issues and express their points of view in an organized, logical manner. In

addition, the students will be introduced to a variety of texts that primarily emphasize the art of effective writing

and have an impressive effect. Through exploiting different compositional techniques, the students should

develop an impressive writing style, which will be revealed eventually through writing descriptive and narrative

paragraphs.

This course provides an elementary literary terminology to the art of drama. It also introduces student to
start and act play?
Carefully selected texts is important in this introductory course so as to portray the theatrical nature of the

drama. Students are trained on how to analyze plot and character.

Students in this course will experiment with many nonfictional readings, which will cover a variety of subgenres:
personal essays, memoirs, autobiographies, travel readings, profiles, articles, speeches, and literary
journalism. The emphasis will be on the exposure to different nonfictional genres and pinpointing the elements
of reportage in them (accuracy, detail, exposition, research). Students will be exposed, in the assigned
readings, to an array of creative nonfiction rich in its variety of voices, writing styles, and organization. This
course will also help them master the foundational reading skills of word recognition, vocabulary, development,

and basic comprehension.

This course introduce student to the essential features of English poetry .Selected poems of resinous Kind
are studied with their subject matter and theme. The student learns the craft of revise. Students are trained

on how to gain poetic meanings and devices such a simile, metaphor, and personification.

This course
surveys the development of children's literature from oral folk tales through nursery literary folk tales, modern
fantasy, realistic fiction, and informational books. Students will learn about poetry, prose, illustrations, fiction,
and literary genres, study the dynamics of reading aloud, and explore creative techniques for presenting this
kind of literature. The various genres to be explored include, besides classical and contemporary narratives,

picture books, folk and fairy tales.

This course introduces the students to different literary movements such as Neoclassicism, Romanticism, the
literature of abolition and the literature of Civil Rights. It also familiarizes them with the features of these
movements with references to some literary texts that reflect these movements. The course will enhance the

students’ analytical and critical skills as well as further develop their language skills.

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This course incrementally builds on the skills of reading and writing acquired by the students earlier, focusing
mainly on strengthening their abilities to produce coherent, structurally correct written pieces of varied length.
The students are expected to produce full-length analytical essays, especially compare—and—-contrast and
cause—and-effect ones. The course uses authentic material and diversified English reading passages
alongside compiled academic writing material and model essays that aim at helping students obtain basic

linguistic intuitions.

This course introduces students to English syllables and syllable boundaries and structure. By the end of the
course, students should know how to identify stressed syllables and apply stress rules to new words. They
should learn to comprehend the topics they listen to during the lectures and to discuss them while paying
particular attention to the use of proper stress. They should be able to answer organization and inference
questions related to listening topics during { 911 } the listening process and elaborate on such topics in class
conversations. They should understand native speakers of English whether American or British. The topics
to be tackled are syllables, consonant clusters, stress patterns, weak forms, organization questions, inference
questions, differences between American and British accents, and some basic concepts regarding the

pragmatic use of language in oral discourse.

By the end of this course, students should be able to trace the developmental trends of text linguistics starting
with levels of textuality, ideational/ideological analysis and finally finishing with contemporary trends, mixing
both text linguistic and ideational dimensions. Modern theories of text linguistics such as Ferguson’s and de
Beaugrande’s and Dressler's are given due attention and thoroughly applied across different genres. Students
are also required to analyze the basic linguistic features of the different text types discussed and to identify
their textual patterns. They are also required to identify anomalous textual patterns and account for the causes

of such anomalies.

In this course students will analyze Shakespeare’s works through discussion and writing. By the end of the
course, they should be able to express their understanding of the relationship between Shakespeare’s works
and the historical/cultural contexts in which they were written; effectively utilize contemporary criticism, original
reception, text, and history as ways of providing a context for understanding the plays; and demonstrate a
fuller and deeper understanding of all the facts of Shakespearean drama as well as the sonnets and their

relation to their lives.
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The course is designed to help students build on their translation skills and learn more strategies required to
translate across English and Arabic. This is carried out on texts of different registers and topics of current
affairs, and opinion articles about political or social issues. Such texts are employed to develop students’
awareness of linguistic and cultural nuances as well as authors’ styles of writing in both English and Arabic.
Texts chosen for translation practice vary in length and level of specialization in order to ensure more

exposure to linguistic, cultural, and stylistic issues in the texts under study.

The topics covered in the course are all types of clauses: noun clauses, adverbial clauses, and adjectival
clauses. The course will also comprise a thorough review of thorny grammatical problems detected in
students’ written assignments. This will be conducted through analysis of authentic texts and editing

activities on students’ written work.

This course will help the students grasp the characteristics of the Age of Reason and gain a better
understanding of the political background against which the novels under study are set. The course also
aims at developing the students’ critical and analytical abilities, while working on their language skills, both
spoken and written. Examples of the novels that will be studied are: Robinson Crusoe by Daniel Defoe,

Gulliver’s Travels by Jonathan Swift, Pride and Prejudice or Emma by Jane Austen.

In this course, students will be introduced to the history and literature of the 19th, 20th and 21st century
Britain. They will start with the Victorian Age and its literature, the two world wars and the modern literature
that accompanied them at that time. Students will learn briefly about the major historical events of these
periods as well as their major literary texts and figures. Two books that can be used are An Outline of English

Literature and An Outline of English History.

This course aims at helping students read newspaper articles analytically and understand the different theories
on Discourse implemented in writing such articles. By the end of this course, students should be able to write
their own newspaper articles. As for speaking and listening, students should be able to listen to and watch
news in the English language, identify the different topics and subtopics discussed, and finally produce TV
news according to the latest national and international events. In the coursework of this subject, students
should be able to publish their TV news and newspaper articles on any of the free online webpage developers

available such as www.wix.com.
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This course is a survey of American literature, history and culture starting from the settlements to the end of
the nineteenth—century. It provides an extensive factual overview with an in—depth study of selected works to
develop understanding of context and critical abilities on the part of the students. It aims at introducing learners
to dominant notions and the historical/cultural backgrounds of the various periods in American literature; i.e.
from reports of the early explorers to the writers of the nineteenth—century. By the end of this course, students
will have the understanding and skill to: explain the relevance of literature as it pertains to the development
of philosophical views in America; to evaluate the influence of cultural, philosophical, and { 916 } religious
movements upon American literature; and to define the major literary periods in American literature by

providing supporting examples from key authors and texts.

Lol AallL alad) ) | Rl Al (@hal) sl s 313¢) LAl g8

The course’s main objective is to widen the students' scope of literary studies, as it will include pieces and
authors from different time periods, countries and cultures, starting from the 19th century and into the modern
and contemporary periods. Major authors, from different countries, and their works will be discussed and their
cross influences will be analyzed. A historical approach will thus give coherence to the diverse material
studied. Thus, the course will enhance the students’ analytical and critical skills as well as further develop

their language skills by reading, discussing and writing about the literature they deal with.
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This is the final undergraduate grammar course. The topics covered are conditionals, advanced tree
diagramming, advanced sentential problems, embedding in lengthy texts, advanced grammatical problems,
and ambiguous sentence structure. Moreover, attention will be focused on the common errors in the use of
participles, gerunds, and dangling modifiers in writing. The course will also offer students the opportunity to
recapitulate on all grammar topics covered throughout the previous semesters, whereby grammar is tackled

and analyzed in context via a wide variety of texts and editing activities.
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The aim of this course is to develop higher—order reading skills and to train students to read attentively, to
think critically and analytically, to produce and evaluate interpretations, to assess evidence, and to manifest
it effectively in their own writings. These abilities are not only necessary for academic success, but also for
full participation in civic life at every level. Such course pays substantial attention not only to what information
a newspaper article, political speech, or scientific essay conveys, but to how it goes about doing so (by

mobilizing particular metaphors, through plain speaking, via tropes, by calling on scientific authority, or other

mechanisms).
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This advanced course builds on the skills acquired in previous writing courses. By the end of this course,
students will be able to demonstrate their mastery of the creative and critical skills necessary for writing their
own fiction or poetry and for discussing, analyzing, and formulating arguments about it and about their
colleagues’ work. Students will experiment with many creative writing genres as a means of developing
different writing skills. The emphasis will be on familiarizing the students with some elements of fiction writing
and highlighting its techniques .This course will mainly focus on expressive writing in many different forms.
Students will have the opportunity to explore several different types of poetry and prose styles, as well as

responding to literature, art mediums, quotes, and music.
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= Allen, William Sidney (2004). Vox Latina — a Guide to the Pronunciation of Classical Latin (2nd
Ed.). Cambridge: Cambridge University
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This course introduces the students to mainstream and experimental European drama from the 18th to the
late 19th century. Students will be provided with examples on the major types of the dramas that were
prevalent in these periods, i.e. sentimental comedies, romances, bourgeois drama, thesis plays and the well—
made play. A particular emphasis on Naturalism, Realism and Symbolism would be given through examining
certain plays from their critical lens. Students will study and analyze at least two representative plays by
Ibsen, Strindberg and Shaw. By the end of the course, students should have developed their critical skills so
as to analyze and criticize some of the plays that were written by the famous dramatists of both the 18th and

the 19th century. Improving language proficiency is yet another ultimate goal.
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The course focuses on the major tenets of the Romantic era through examining the poetry that was produced
at that age. Students will be given a brief introduction about the scientific inclination of the
Augustan/Neoclassical Age at first. They, then, should be made aware of the sharp contrast between the
rational/scientific approach of the 18th century and the rather spiritual and transcendental approach of the
Romantic period. Pope and Dryden are introduced to the students in order to familiarize them with the spirit
of the Augustan Age and its rational approach which stands in stark opposition to the succeeding approach
of the Romantic poets. Students will be acquainted with such terms as transcendentalism, spirituality and the
sentiment by recourse to works of different poets and representatives of the era; such as William Wordsworth,

Coleridge, Blake, Keats, Shelley and Poe.
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This course aims at introducing the students to the nineteenth—century novel and the elements characterizing
the Victorian Age in Britain as well as the major events that shaped the people's thinking at the turn of this
century whether in Britain or the rest of Europe. It will also aim to explore the rise of the novel as both a
genre and a concept, and the ways in which it develops in the particular context of nineteenth—century Britain,
and how it responded to rapid social change and the correspondingly shifting understandings of class, gender,

sexuality, nation and culture. The texts that will be discussed should reflect all these elements and events
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The course investigates the great masterpieces of Greek and Roman civilizations by Homer, Ovid, and
Sophocles, for instance, as representative of classical literature. Epics, lyrics, tragedies, comedies, and
other forms of texts are studied. The study of Greek and Roman authors was once seen as the mark of
elite education and these books still find their way into high school and college English classes. Early

classical English literary works are presented; such as Beewolf.
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The course introduces students to the study of literature written on or by minorities. First among this is
the Afro—American literature. Samples of different genres on drama, poetry, and fiction are introduced.

Cultural and philosophical backgrounds are also studied with reference to prominent authors and writers.

The course is an interdisciplinary discipline investigating computational approaches to linguistic
questions, making use of computer science, artificial intelligence, math, logic, philosophy, cognitive
science , cognitive psychology psycholinguistics, anthropology and neuroscience.
The theoretical and applied components of computational linguistics are to be studied. Computational
linguistics may be applied to literary data, too. Language technology is employed for document search
and retrieval, summarization, machine translation, news articles, scientific papers, or even tweets. The
language used in prose and poetry is also tackled computationally for literary data to be more accessible,

searchable, or interpretable.

Martin Riegel, Jean—-Christophe Pellat et René Rioul, Grammaireméthodique du frangais, Presses
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The course on critical reading helps students read for deeper understanding of texts. Analysis, evaluation
and deeper examination of a reading text are accomplished, too. When one reads critically, one uses
reason to decide what the writer means, as opposed to what the written words actually say. Argumentative
Writing has three basic sections. The first is position; the view one holds regarding a given topic. The
second is reasons for such a position to convince readers. The third is evidence we present to readers

to give credit to reasons for one's argument.
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This course introduces students to aspects of connected speech and aims to help them apply { 111 }
such aspects in casual speech. The topics to be tackled are aspects of connected speech (elision,
assimilation, linking, rhythm, intonation). This would help them understand native speakers' casual
speech. This course also introduces students to some advanced listening skills like drawing conclusions
(listening for negative expressions, listening for expressions of uncertainty and suggestions, listening for
untrue conditions, listening for idioms), academic lectures and discussions (anticipating topics and

questions), and finally speaking fluently
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In this course, students are introduced to how the linguistic systems of both English and Arabic operate
and mainly to the differences that exist between them. In contrasting both systems, students are exposed
to basic knowledge on most levels of analysis from the phoneme to the sentence. The goal of this
contrastive study is to trace the parent causes of the errors students of second and foreign language
commit. As for the error analysis part of the course, students are expected to identify errors and their
levels; the difference between and error and a mistake; describing errors according to degree; sources
of errors; identifying errors in consonants and vowels; identifying errors in stress; identifying errors in

word-formation; and identifying errors in sentences.
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By the end of this course students should be able to identify and analyze different taxonomies of meaning
such as connotations, collocation, implicatures, figurative idiomatic expressions, literal idiomatic
expressions etc... They should also understand and apply different theories of semantics in both Arabic
and English. This course also requires students to understand and apply different theories of pragmatics
such as the speech act theory, levels of politeness, visual grammar, paralanguage, cultural theories for

language interpretation, turn taking, contextual clues....etc.
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The course is designed to help students build on their skills and strategies required to translate from and
into English and Arabic. This is done across newer registers and topics of current affairs (including but
not limited to journalese, medical brochures, technical reports, and legalese) that sharpen their awareness
of cultural nuances in both English and Arabic. Texts to be translated vary in length from paragraphs to
full articles in order to familiarize the students with the variations observed in different registers and
topics.
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The course encourages students to do much readings as it concentrates on the readings of one's own

culture compared to the culture of the other. The aim is to help students build a good and comprehensive
knowledge of the self and the other which leads to mutual and cross—cultural understanding. The course,

then , bridges gaps among cultures and achieves ease of communication.
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This course creates connection between literary works across boundaries of time, or place and between
cultures and genres. It aims at introducing the relationship between literature and politics like examining
the draw backs of the double identities and fragmentation in postcolonial texts. The works under close
inspection are 2(0thcentury post—colonial texts like Season of Migration to the North, Beer in the Snooker

Club, My Son the Fanatic, The Eye of the Sun, and Mimic Men.
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This course introduces a selection of non—fiction and fiction works written by women to emphasize how
their experiences have been shaped by their gender and their position as women in the literary world. It
examines the works of female writers of different nationalities starting from Oronooko by Aphra Behn, A
Room of One's Own by Virginia Woolf, The Second { 116 } Sex by Simone de Beauvoir and The Chaos
of the Senses by the Algerian writer Ahlam Mostaghanemi, A Woman at Point Zero by Nawal Al-

Saadawai. All non—-English texts shall be dealt with in English translations.
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= Allen, William Sidney (2004). Vox Latina — a Guide to the Pronunciation of Classical Latin (2nd
Ed.). Cambridge: Cambridge University
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This course focuses on the variety of poetic expression and devices including figures of speech, rhyme,
meter,...etc. It aims at helping students understand different verse forms (Iyrical, dramatic, narrative,
epic,...etc) and the relationship between form, style and poetic thematic expression, as well as use critical
methods and terminology to discuss verse, related themes, figures of speech, rhyme and beat. The
course covers the body of modern poetry, its characteristic techniques, concerns, and major practitioners.
The authors discussed range from Yeats, Eliot, and Pound, to Stevens, Moore, Bishop, and Frost with
additional lectures on the poetry of World War One, Imagism, and the Harlem Renaissance. Diverse

methods of literary criticism are employed, such as historical, biographical, and gender criticism.
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This course is the last of a series on dramatic literature for Basic education students. It wraps up the
students' understanding of the dramatic arts and literature as it focuses on the modern period through
the 20th and 21st century's dramatic writing. Students are exposed to the new movements and staging
techniques of the modern and post-modern periods. The plays under study would also tackle various
cultural, economic, political and social changes reflected in the turmoil of world wars, economic
depression and social ups and downs the western cultures have experienced. The course thus includes
a selection of 3 or 4 plays that would reflect the 20th and 215! century plays by such writers as Shaw,

O'Neil, lonesco, Beckett, Miller, Hansberry,..etc.
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This course aims at introducing students to Modernism and the major literary movements in the { 111 }
twentieth century novel. The course starts with showing the difference between the novels written in 20th
and 21st centuries and those written in the previous centuries. Certain techniques are discussed such
as the stream of consciousness technique. The texts discussed are those that reflect certain schools and
movements such as Feminism and Post-Colonialism. Examples are Heart of Darkness by Joseph
Conrad, The Portrait of the Artist as a Young Man by James Joyce, The Prime of Miss Jean Brodie by
Muriel Spark, Crossing the River by Caryl Philips and others.
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By the end of this course students should be able to identify, understand and apply ontological
classifications, epistemological research advances as well as different research methodologies. They
should also apply such trends in a research paper that they should compile about a topic in literature or
language. Students should also be able to implement and edit the integration of MLA and APA styles for

citation.
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This course builds on the students' background in translation skills. Students should go beyond literal
and word for word translation and embark on sense for sense translation samples of various genres
should be given to students to challenge their language abilities and behavior in doing. Their translation
should include brands, products, and advertisements. The target audience should understand and like

such translation in their own language the way it is impressive in its source language.
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This course introduces an understanding and appreciation of the literature and culture of African-
American, African—Caribbean and African people with their common bonds and differences due to the
three black communities' different historical encounter with the west. The course discusses The Harlem

Renaissance, Zora Neale Hurston, critical essays by Ralph Ellison, Jamaica Kincaid, and W.E. DuBois
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This is a cross—disciplinary course that aims at exploring the relationship between art, especially visual
art, and literature. It tackles and discusses certain questions such as: How do words and images
represent? Are the processes by which literature and the visual arts render the world similar or different?
Is reading a novel or a poem more like or unlike viewing a painting, a sculpture, or a film? The course
will analyze important theoretical statements about these questions as well as selected literary and visual
examples. The course will offer a critical, contextual and creative study of art and literature from a variety

of methodological approaches. Hence, it will depend on lectures, seminars as well as workshops.
