It should be noted that verbs are a significant part of speech in the English
language. Thus it becomes vital for a beginner student to be taught action
words in order to lay the foundation for other essential lessons in the future. So
in discussing an effective plan for teaching verbs to them could be by firstly
starting with basics. Basic action verbs for beginners that describe behaviours
that already part of their life. For example, these verbs (draw, eat, sleep, play,
run, jump and write). Secondly, verbs of feeling and emotions, as it could be a
simple way and easier to grasp for them. Such as these verbs ( cry, hug, happy,
smile). Thirdly, sensory verbs, as the students in a beginning leve! l2arn sensory
actions of their bodies. Examples, verbs like ( smell, taste, listen, see and touch).
In addition teacher should be trying to explain verbs to students by doing the
action that represents the verb. Then by helping them identifying verbs in

sentences. This could be an excellent way to enhance their ability to judge verbs
and separate them from regular sentences. Finally, practicing. Of course
practicing would be a perfect way in order to make a student in a beginning
levei realise the various situations in which one verb can be used so that he
could build his own self-confidence.
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On the other hand activities would help advanced students learning verbs.
These activities include writing assignments, online tasks, memory challenges

and team competitions. Because for an advanced student, it would be boring to
be taught new verbs the same way to a beginner student. That's why teacher
should be linking new verbs and keywords in different positions. For instance.
teaching by making a connection to literature. Students here were be able to
recognize verbs that authors use, what they refer to and then evaluate the
author's use of these verbs. This can be seen in watching movies and drama too.
They play great role in building more knowledge with new verbs then improving
fluency. Ending by their self-developing. An advanced student should not be
depending on his teacher to be providing him with information. He should be
curious and have enough motivation to learn and acquire more inputs on his
own.
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
