Master Courses
Description

Medical surgical Nursing (first level) course description

This course is designed to promote the application of the
problem solving, evidence based, recent research finding and
critical thinking abilities in care of adult individuals with
actual and potential medical and surgical problems and
advanced practice such as chronic obstructive pulmonary
disease, cancer, Diabetes, long term complications of diabetes,
colorectal cancer, hypertension, hypertensive urgency and
emergency, Liver dialysis, Heart failure, Gastrectomy, peptic

ulcer and liver transplantation.
Medical surgical Nursing (second level) course description

This course is designed to promote the application of the
problem solving, evidence based, recent research finding and
critical thinking abilities in care of adult individuals with
actual and potential medical and surgical problems and
advanced practice such as concepts and challenges in patient
management of pain ,fluid and electrolytes balance and
disturbances, acid base balance and imbalance, management of
patient with (hepatic disorders, endocrine disorder (thyroid and
parathyroid glands) , musculoskeletal disorder , kidney

disorder, cerebrovascular accident, immune-disorder

&hematologic neoplasms) .
Nursing Informatics course description

This course is designed to provide the master students
with opportunities to integrate Advancement in computer
technology with knowledge and skills of critical thinking
abilities and evidence based practice in providing safe nursing

care.
Course description of research design

This course provides a comprehensive overview on the
essentials research process in nursing. The purpose of this
course the candidate will be able to gain skills to make
decisions about appropriate methods to design their research
and an emphasis is placed on the implementation and
evaluation of quality research design and methods with setting
up scientific experiments and writing grant proposals.

Course description of research critique

This course provides a comprehensive overview that essential

for research in nursing. The course describes and explains the

steps of the research process particularly the critique and

evaluation of research studies for appropriate utilization of

research findings in practice. Emphasis is given to quantitative

approaches to conduct research and qualitative research

methods. The overall purpose of the course is to provide the
student with the necessary skills to identify health-related
problems, to be knowledgeable, informed and critical readers
of the research literature, and to appropriately utilize research-
generated knowledge in the practice.
Medicine course description

This course will provide master students with
knowledge and intellectual skills needed to help them to
provide care to adult patients with allergic anaphylaxis,
rheumatoid arthritis, osteoarthritis, osteoporosis, gout,
convulsion, immuno-compromised patients as well as Bahgat

disease. Also this course helps them in the application of the

problem solving, evidence based, recent research finding and

critical thinking abilities in care of these patients.
Course description of Surgery

At the end of this course the Master students will be able to
acquire the theoretical knowledge and intellectual skills that
enables them to provide care for adult patients with surgical
problems such as, post-operative complication, hernia,
Intestinal obstruction, thyroidectomy, peptic ulcer, Fracture,

breast cancer, deep venous thrombosis and scrotal swelling




Pharmacology course description
This course focuses on concepts of safe administration
and monitoring the effects of pharmacotherapeutic agents. At
the completion of this course the student will be able to
understand the major drug classifications and describe

principles of safe administration of medications.

Pathophysiology course description
This course focuses on acquiring master students the
theoretical knowledge that enables them to understand the
pathophysiology of different diseases such a Tuberculosis,
valvular diseases, heart failure, pneumonia, liver cirrhosis,
Diabetes Mellitus, Lymphoma, glomerulonephritis, and renal

tumors.

Course description of nursing care for cancer patients

This course is designed to provide master nursing

students with opportunity to acquire knowledge and skills

needed to provide appropriate nursing care for patients with

cancer. The focus is on symptom analysis to apply nursing

management. Critical thinking skills are applied to analyze
data in identifying nursing and collaborative problems to

provide appropriate nursing care.
